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PURPOSE

Providing students and staff with a 21-century digital learning environment
is part of the Highland Park ISD educational mission. Beginning in the
Spring of 2012, HPISD will allow students to bring their own technology
devices (laptops, smart phones, eReaders, iPads, etc.) to use at specified
times during the school day. Use of devices to enhance learning in the
classroom will be pursued when deemed appropriate at individual teacher
discretion. With teacher approval, students may use their devices in the
classroom to access and save information from the Internet, collaborate with
other learners, and work on classroom projects.

RESPONSIBLE USE

Highland Park ISD provides students with access to the District’s electronic
communications system for educational purposes. The electronic
communications system is defined as the District’s network, servers,
computers, mobile devices, peripherals, applications, databases, online
resources, Internet access, email, and any other technology designated for
use by students. While the District uses filtering technology and protection
measures to restrict access to inappropriate material, it is not possible to
absolutely prevent such access. It will be each student’s responsibility to
follow the rules for appropriate and responsible use. Access to the Highland
Park ISD network is a privilege, and administrators and faculty may review
files and online activity to maintain system integrity and ensure that users
are acting responsibly.



ALL STUDENTS IN HIGHLAND PARK ISD MUST ADHERE TO THE FOLLOWING
STANDARDS OF RESPONSIBLE USE:

Use of the Network & District Resources:

Students are responsible at all times for their use of the District’s
electronic communication system and must assume personal
responsibility to behave ethically and responsibly.

The District may review files and communications to maintain system
integrity and to ensure that users are using the system responsibly.
To promote safe and responsible use of online resources, students are
required to access Highland Park ISD’s filtered wireless network for
online classroom work and research.

Students may not access, modify, download, or install computer
programs, files, or information belonging to others.

Students may not alter computers, networks, printers or other
equipment except as directed by a staff member.

Students may not use others’ accounts or attempt to access
confidential HPISD student or personnel information.

Appropriate Content:

Students may use their mobile devices for classroom work, but not for
unauthorized activities (e.g. playing online games, downloading music,
watching video broadcasts, participating in chat rooms, etc.).
Students may not release personal information on the Internet or in
electronic communications.

If a student finds an inappropriate site or image, he or she must
immediately minimize the program and contact the instructor.
Students may not create/publish/submit or display any
materials/media that are abusive, obscene, sexually oriented,
threatening, harassing, damaging to another’s reputation, or illegal,
and must report any instances encountered.

Students shall adhere to all laws and statutes related to issues of
copyright or plagiarism.

Violation of any of these standards may result in suspension of
computer use, Internet privileges and/or other disciplinary action.



WIRELESS INFORMATION

By logging into the HPISD wireless network, students are accepting the
terms of the Highland Park Student Responsible Use Agreement. Once on
the HPISD wireless network, all users will have filtered Internet access just
as they would on a district-owned device.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

 STUDENTS

WHEN MAY I USE MY MOBILE DEVICE IN THE CLASSROOM?

Students may use their device in the classroom when deemed appropriate by
the classroom teachers.

HOW DO I GET ON THE INTERNET?

Most laptops and mobile devices will detect a wireless connection when you
are near one. Your device should prompt you to join an available network.
When prompted, choose the HPStudent from the list and open an Internet
browser. You will see a splash page for HPISD Student Responsible Use.
Follow the prompt to enter your HPISD username and password.

WILL THERE BE COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH USING MY DEVICE IN THE
CLASSROOM?

HPISD provides free, filtered access through the HPStudent network.
Following the responsible use agreement, students will access the Internet
using HP’s network at no cost.

MY DEVICE IS NOT PROMPTING ME TO CHOOSE A WIRELESS NETWORK. IS
THERE ANOTHER WAY TO CONNECT?

In the settings menu of your device, there is usually a network access icon.
Go to this icon and choose the HPStudent from the list or prompt your
computer to look for wireless networks in range. Consult your device’s
owner’s manual for exact directions for accessing a wireless network.



HOW DO I SAVE MY WORK WHILE AT SCHOOL?

The HPStudent is designed to give you Internet access only. You may
utilize the student portal to access and save work to your H drive. Consult
with your teacher regarding the preferred online application to use when
you need to submit your work (Moodle, Google Apps, etc.).

HOW DO I GET HELP IF MY DEVICE IS NOT CONNECTING OR WORKING?

Troubleshooting individual devices during the school day is not the
responsibility of school district staff. Report the problem to your teacher so
they may provide a district-owned device if necessary .

WHAT SHOULD I DO IF MY DEVICE IS LOST OR STOLEN?
The school district is not responsible for lost or stolen personal property.

The most important things students can do is to closely guard their property
by keeping close track of it during the day and by storing it in a locked locker
while not is use. It is also a good idea to keep a record of the device’s serial
number and to back up important information.

Tell an assistant principal or another campus administrator.

AM I REQUIRED TO BRING MY OWN ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS DEVICE
TO SCHOOL?

Students are not required to use their own devices. Those who do not have
their own devices will be supplied with appropriate district-owned
technology or given an alternative so that they do not miss out on any
instruction.

WILL SIGNING THE AGREEMENT AND ITS CONDITIONS FURTHER EXPOSE ME
TO CONFISCATION OF MY ELECTRONIC DEVICE?

No. Highland Park High School already has the right to conduct searches and
seizures of a student’s electronic device, if the administration has a reasonable
suspicion that the device is being used in connection with an illegal activity or a
code-of-conduct violation. Signing this agreement does not expand the school's
existing rights to seize and search property. One purposes of the MyTech

form is simply to serve as a reminder and to provide emphasis. We hope and



believe that students will show common sense in use of technology, and
Highland Park High School Administration will demonstrate common sense in
its disciplinary actions.

WILL PROVIDING MY SERIAL NUMBER FOR MY ELECTRONIC DEVICE
COMPROMISE MY PRIVACY OR ELECTRONIC SECURITY?

No. Providing the serial number is optional. The reason for keeping serial
numbers on confidential file is to make it easier to identify the device in the
event of loss or theft.

ARE TEACHERS REQUIRED TO ALLOW STUDENTS TO ACCESS THEIR
TECHNOLOGY TOOLS IN THE CLASSROOM?

Although we encourage teachers to leverage the student-owned technology
tools in their classroom for learning, it is the teacher’s decision whether
students may use their own devices as part of classroom instruction.

WHAT SHOULD I DO WHEN STUDENTS CANNOT ACCESS THE NETWORK ON
THEIR DEVICES?

You are welcome to guide your students as they troubleshoot their device
issues, but it is not your responsibility to ensure that student-owned
technology is functional. However, recurring issues of connectivity should be
reported to your campus instructional technologist.
